For where your
treasure is, there also will your heart be.

""Come to me, all of you who labor and are burdened, and |
will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me,
for I am meek and humble of heart; and you will find rest for
yourselves. For my yoke is easy, and my burden light."

Look, the bridegroom comes. Go out to meet him

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Matthew:

Jesus spoke this parable to his disciples: ""The kingdom of
heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps and went
out to meet the bridegroom. Five of them were foolish and five
were wise. The foolish ones, when taking their lamps, brought
no oil with them, but the wise brought flasks of oil with their
lamps.

Since the bridegroom was long delayed, they all became
drowsy and fell asleep. At midnight, there was a cry, 'Behold,
the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!" Then all those
virgins got up and trimmed their lamps.

The foolish ones said to the wise, 'Give us some of your oil, for
our lamps are going out.” But the wise ones replied, '‘No, for
there may not be enough for us and you. Go instead to the
merchants and buy some for yourselves." While they went off
to buy it, the bridegroom came and those who were ready
went into the wedding feast with him. Then the door was
locked.

Afterwards the other virgins came and said, 'Lord, Lord,
open the door for us! But he said in reply, "Amen, | say to
you, | do not know you." Therefore, stay awake, for you know
neither the day nor the hour."

Matthew 25:31-46 G-E

Come, you whom my Father has blessed

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Matthew:

Jesus said to his disciples: ""When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and
all the angels with him, he will sit upon his glorious throne, and all the
nations will be assembled before him. And he will separate them one from
another, as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. He will place the
sheep on his right and the goats on his left.

Then the king will say to those on his right, *‘Come, you who are blessed by
my Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of
the world. For I was hungry and you gave me food, | was thirsty and you
gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me,
ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited me."

Then the righteous will answer him and say, 'Lord, when did we see you
hungry and feed you, or thirst and give you drink? When did we see you a
stranger and welcome you, or naked and clothe you? When did we see you
ill or in prison and visit you?' And the king will say to them in reply, ‘Amen,
| say to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers and sisters of
mine, you did for me."

Then he will say to those on his left, '"Depart from me, you accursed, into the
eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For | was hungry and you
gave me no food, | was thirsty and you gave me no drink, a stranger, and
you gave me no welcome, naked and you gave me no clothing, ill and in
prison, and you did not care for me.’

Then they will answer and say, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty
or a stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and not minister to your needs?"
He will answer them, 'Amen, | say to you, what you did not do for one of
these least ones, you did not do for me." And these will go off to eternal
punishment, but the righteous to eternal life."

The raising of the son of the widow of Nain

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke:

Jesus journeyed to a city called Nain, and his disciples and a
large crowd accompanied him. As he drew near to the gate of
the city, a man who had died was being carried out, the only
son of his mother, and she was a widow. A large crowd from
the city was with her. When Jesus saw her, he was moved
with pity for her and said to her, ""Do not weep." He stepped
forward and touched the coffin; at this the bearers halted, and
he said, “Young man, | tell you, arise!” The dead man sat up
and began to speak, and Jesus gave him to his mother.

Fear seized them all, and they glorified God, exclaiming, ""A
great prophet has arisen in our midst," and ""God has visited
his people.” This report about him spread through the whole
of Judea and in all the surrounding region.

The vigilant and faithful servants

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke:

Jesus said to his disciples: "Gird your loins and light your
lamps and be like servants who await their master's return
from a wedding, ready to open immediately when he comes
and knocks.

Blessed are those servants whom the master finds vigilant on
his arrival. Amen, | say to you, he will gird himself, have them
recline at table, and proceed to wait on them. And should he
come in the second or third watch and find them prepared in
this way, blessed are those servants.

Be sure of this: if the master of the house had known the hour
when the thief was coming, he would not have let his house be
broken into. You also must be prepared, for at an hour you
do not expect, the Son of Man will come.™

The other,
however, rebuking him, said in reply, “Have you no fear of
God, for you are subject to the same condemnation? And
indeed, we have been condemned justly, for the sentence we
received corresponds to our crimes, but this man has done
nothing criminal.”

Then he said, “Jesus, remember me when you come into your
kingdom.” He replied to him, “Amen, | say to you today you
will be with me in Paradise.”

After he had taken the body
down, he wrapped it in a linen cloth and laid him in a rock-
hewn tomb in which no one had yet been buried.

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke:

Now that very day two of them were going to a village seven
miles from Jerusalem called Emmaus, and they were
conversing about all the things that had occurred. And it
happened that while they were conversing and debating,
Jesus himself drew near and walked with them, but their eyes
were prevented from recognizing him.

As they approached the village to which they were going, he
gave the impression that he was going on farther. But they
urged him, “Stay with us, for it is nearly evening and the day
Is almost over.” So he went in to stay with them.

And it happened that, while he was with them at table, he took
bread, said the blessing, broke it, and gave it to them. With
that their eyes were opened and they recognized him, but he
vanished from their sight.

Then they said to each other, “Were not our hearts burning
within us while he spoke to us on the way and opened the
scriptures to us?” So they set out at once and returned to
Jerusalem where they found gathered together the eleven and
those with them who were saying, “The Lord has truly been
raised and has appeared to Simon!” Then the two recounted
what had taken place on the way and how he was made know
to them in the breaking of the bread.

For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, that
everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have
eternal life.

The Jews quarreled among themselves, saying, ""How can this
man give us his flesh to eat?"" Jesus said to them, “Amen,
amen, | say to you unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man
and drink his blood, you do not have life within you.

Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life,
and | will raise him on the last day. For my flesh is true food
and my blood is true drink. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks
my blood remain in me and | in him.

Just as the living Father sent me and | have life because of the
Father, so the one who feeds on me will have life because of
me. This is the bread that came down from heaven. Unlike
your ancestors who ate and still died, whoever eats this bread
will live forever.”

She said to him, “Yes, Lord. | have come to believe that you
are the Messiah, the Son of God, the one who is coming into
the world.”

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John:

So they said, “What is
this ‘little while’ [of which he speaks]? We do not know what
he means.”

Jesus knew that they wanted to ask him, so he said to them,
“Are you discussing with one another what | said, ‘A little
while and you will not see me, and again a little while and you
will see me’? Amen, amen, | say to you, you will weep and
mourn, while the world rejoices; you will grieve, but your
grief will become joy.

When a woman is in labor, she is in anguish because her hour
has arrived; but when she has given birth to a child, she no
longer remembers the pain because of her joy that a child has
been born into the world.

So you also are now in anguish. But I will see you again, and
your hearts will rejoice and no one will take your joy away
from you. On that day you will not question me about
anything. Amen, amen, | say to you, whatever you ask the
Father in my name he will give you.

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John:

He came to Jesus at night and said to him, “Rabbi, we
know that you are a teacher who has come from God, for no
one can do these signs that you are doing unless God is with
him.”

Jesus answered and said to him, “Amen, amen, | say to you,
no one can see the kingdom of God without being born from
above.” Nicodemus said to him, “How can a person once
grown old be born again? Surely he cannot reenter his
mother’s womb and be born again, can he?”

Jesus answered, “Amen, amen, | say to you, no one can enter
the kingdom of God without being born of water and Spirit.
What is born of flesh is flesh and what is born of spirit is spirit.
Do not be amazed that | told you, “You must be born from
above.””
